Hydrostatic strength test

When tested as specified in Clause 6.19.2, parts that prevent wetting of wiring and
other electrical components shall not

a) leak at a pressure of 1-1/2 times the maximum allowable working pressure; or
b) rupture at a pressure of 2-1/2 times the maximum allowable working pressure

The test shall be conducted by filling the heater with water so as to exclude all air.
Hydrostatic pressure shall be gradually applied by means of a connected hydraulic
pump until the pressure levels specified in Clause 6.19.1are reached. Each pressure
level shall be maintained for a period of 1 min.
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
