Except for the thermocouple alloy for thermocouple-extension cables, only copper, 
copper-clad aluminum, or an acceptable aluminum alloy shall be used for the 
conductors in a cable.  Soft-annealed copper shall comply with ASTM B 3.  Solid 
aluminum conductors in sizes 12 – 8 AWG shall comply with the requirements for 
aluminum-wire stock (aluminum-alloy conductor material).  All other aluminum 
conductors shall comply with the requirements for semi-annealed 8000 series 
aluminum conductors in Requirements for Aluminum Conductors of an 8000 Series 
Alloy, Section 10, of the Reference Standard for Electrical Wires, Cables, and 
Flexible Cords, UL 1581.  Copper-Clad aluminum conductors shall comply with the 
requirements in Requirements for Copper-Clad Aluminum Conductors Used in 
Building Wire, Section 11 Section 12 of UL 1581. 
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
